To help students quickly grasp the form, sound, and meaning of ancient Chinese characters, this
course incorporates electronic databases, allowing them to reference textual sources in real-time
alongside the curriculum. This approach enables them to understand the fundamental theories of
Chinese characters, correct misconceptions and ingrained linguistic errors, and apply their knowledge
to daily life, ultimately enhancing their language and cultural proficiency, and using digital corpora to
improve language skills and better understand the culture behind the language.
